Planning and Zoning Chairman Phillip Herbst discussed action taken by the Planning 126 
and Commission regarding the items on tonight’s agenda. 127

b. Appointment with Mary Koblitz regarding Takeline issues and take any 129 
action necessary. 130 
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Mary Koblitz , 915 Lexington Drive, Rockwall, Texas, requested that the Council grant a 131 
written easement to the Turtle Cove HOA for maintenance purposes and requested that 132 
they reconsider making her lot (Lot 4) eligible to lease the Takeline.  The Council took no 133 
action on these requests. 134 

c. Appointment with Lakeside Church of Christ regarding a temporary gravel 135 
parking lot and take any action necessary. 136 

Milton Halbert, Lake Church of Christ representative, explained the Church’s request for 137 
a temporary gravel parking area.  Councilmember Bob Cotti stated that he thought it was 138 
a reasonable request and made a motion to approve the request.  Councilmember King 139 
seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously by a vote of 7 ayes and 0 140 
nays.
